The day passed without fanfare, as well it should.  
But last Saturday my mind travelled back ten 
years; to September 12, 1999, my first Sunday at

I reflected on these past 10 years; the 
friends I have buried, the babies I have baptized, 
and the good work our church has done together.

The journey was not always rosy, of course.  In 
2001, as we anticipated building the CLC, some 
members were filled with concern that growth 
would ruin our congregation.  We had meetings 
where harsh things were said; people threatened 
to leave, and some did.  But my admonition to you

Now, ten years later, a new challenge faces our 
congregation.  By action of the ELCA Church-wide 
Assembly last month, homosexual persons  in 
committed relationships can now serve as  pastors 
in the ELCA.  At this decision, some cried tears  
of joy; others cried tears of angst.  Some are  
bewildered at how the Church could take such

it was the most Christian thing to do.  And as you 
can imagine, harsh words have been spoken;

some already have.  This is the most difficult time 

to be the church in my 28 years  
of ministry.  I am compelled 
to say something as your  
pastor that will bring comfort 
and calm to this stormy time.  This is my message

For some, this is not enough.  Even the thought of 
being associated with a denomination that has 
this position is bothersome to you.  If you are  
embarrassed or ashamed of being in an ELCA  
congregation, I have no answer for you.  If you  
can accept that some congregations may call gay

Lutheran Church transcends that fact, then we can 
journey together.

Pastor Linda and I have discussed all of this with 
the Board, and we are offering two opportunities 
for discussion.  On October 4 (5 p.m., childcare 
provided) and October 7 (10 a.m.) we will provide 
a gathering for conversations about this issue.  
Come, share your thoughts and feelings, whatever 
they may be.  Then, on Sunday, October 25 at  
9:15 a.m., Pastor Susan Miller from the St. Paul 
Area Synod will be at Sunday Morning Magazine 
to address this and other issues in the Church.  
Again, your attendance is encouraged.  As always, 
Linda and I invite you to come talk with us.  As 
people who are grounded in faith and gathered in 
love, we will continue to strive to be that church 
that Paul described in Acts 2.

What is Safe?What is Safe?What is Safe?   

   
The principles of safety, responsibility, respect, and  
cooperation are basic to healing.  We distinguish between 
experiencing fear ς ǿƘƛŎƘ ƛǎ ŀƴ ƻŎŎŀǎƛƻƴŀƭ ǇŀǊǘ ƻŦ ŜǾŜǊȅƻƴŜΩǎ 
life ς and living in fear, which is damaging.  Safety is being 
free from physical, mental, spiritual, and emotional threat.  
A safe environment is needed for healing.  We all want this 
organization to be a place of healing for women, and our 
purpose statement outlines how we can provide such 
safety.  
 
To be personally responsible is to understand that the 
wounds received as a child at the hands of adults were not 
our fault.  It also means that healing in our adult lives is up 
to us and that we are not to pass these wounds on to others 
by blaming or hurting.  As we daily remember our baptism, 
we are free to turn toward God and away from our need to

judging, it lets go of control, it lets go of the first place, and 
it lets go of being right.  
 
Cooperation multiplies our safety.  Cooperation is coming 
together to accomplish goals of healing not possible for one 
person to accomplish alone.  Such cooperation embodies 
balance and builds on our communal strength so that safety 
can prevail.  Healing occurs with balance.  This kind of bal-
ance, cooperation, and communal strength flows from the 
Eucharistic table.  Healing wisdom understands the faith 
that Martin Luther described as that which changes our 
hearts, our spirits, our thoughts, and all our powers.  
 
Healing wisdom is a byproduct of this living, creative, active, 
and powerful faith that compels us to action.  Healing wis-
dom insistently seeks the wholeness that is given to us from 
God in Jesus Christ.  AMEN.
