What can we do to protect ourselves and o
families in the event of emergencies? The DepartrmeHomeland Security is urging all US citizengput
together a family emergency kit. They advise toklabout the things necessary for basic surviwiash
water, food, clean air and warmth. However, pringdor these basics is just a starting point! yhakso
recommend the following:

Water, one gallon of water per person per day féeast three days, for drinking and sanitation
Food, at least a three-day supply of non-perishiziole

Battery-powered or hand crank radio and a NOAA \WeraRadio with tone alert and extra batteries for
both

Flashlight and extra batteries

First aid kit

Whistle to signal for help

Dust mask, to help filter contaminated air and fidagheeting and duct tape to shelter-in-place
Moist towelettes, garbage bags and plastic tiepdéosonal sanitation

Wrench or pliers to turn off utilities

Can opener for food (if kit contains canned food)

strategies and a family meeting place!
